●Tell your Eye Care Professional about your 
general health, any medicines you are 
taking, current treatment by a physician, 
any disease you had or now have and any 
prior surgery.

●Before leaving the Eye Care Professional’s 
office, you should be able to promptly 
remove lenses or should have someone 
else available who can remove the lenses.

Lens Handling Precautions:
●Do not use if the sterile blister package is 

opened or damaged. In order to ensure 
sterility, the blister package should not be 
opened un�l immediately prior to use.

●Always wash and rinse your hands before 
handling lenses. Do not get cosme�cs, 
lo�ons, soaps, creams, deodorants or 
sprays in your eyes or on the lenses. It is 
best to put on lenses before pu�ng on 
makeup. Water-base cosme�cs are less 
likely to damage lenses than oil base 
products.

●Do not touch contact lenses with your 
fingers or hands if your hands are not free 
of foreign materials, as microscopic 
scratches of the lenses may occur, causing 
distorted vision and/or injury to the eye.

●Do not touch the lens with your 
fingernails.

●Carefully follow the handling, inser�on, 
removal and wearing instruc�ons in this 
booklet and those prescribed by your Eye 
Care Professional.

●Always handle lenses gently and avoid 
dropping them.

●Never use tweezers or other tools to 
remove lenses from the lens container 
unless specifically indicated for that use. 
Pour the lens into your hand when 
removing from lens blister.

●To insert lenses:
1. Wash and rinse hands thoroughly and dry 

completely with a clean, lint free towel 
before handling lenses.

2. Carefully li� the tab using 
     your thumb and index finger, 
     then peel back the foil.
3. Scoop the contact lens out with the �p of 

your index finger. Make sure it’s the right 
way round before pu�ng it on.

4. Place a lens on the �p of your clean and dry 
right or le� index finger, place the middle 
finger of the same hand close to lower 
eyelashes and pull down the lower eyelid.

5. Use the fingers of the other hand to li� the 
upper eyelid.

6. Place the lens directly on the eye (cornea) 
and gently roll finger away from the lens.

7. Look down and slowly remove the hand, 
releasing the lower lid.

8. Look straight ahead and slowly remove the 
other hand, releasing the upper lid, and 
blink gently.

9. Use the same technique when inser�ng the 
lens for the other eye.

●To remove lenses:
1. Wash and rinse hands thoroughly and dry 

completely with a clean, lint free towel 
before handling lenses. Make sure hands 
are clean and completely dry.

2. Blink fully several �mes.
3. While looking up, slide the lens down onto 

the white part of the eye.
4. Remove the lens by pinching gently 

between the thumb and forefinger. Do not 
pinch the eye �ssue.

5. Remove the other lens by following the 
same procedure.

Lens Wearing Precautions:
●Never allow contact lenses to come into 

contact with non-sterile liquids (including 
tap water and saliva) as microbial 
contamina�on can occur, which may lead 
to permanent eye damage.

●Ensure that the correct lens for each eye is 
available, and ensure the lens is right side 
out. If the edges flare out,  it’s inside out. If 
it looks like a smooth

   -edged cup, it is right-
   side out.Inspect lenses

   prior  toinser�on. Do not  insert  damaged  lenses.
●You should remove your lenses 

immediately if your eyes become red or 
irritated.

●Never wear lenses beyond the period 
recommended by your Eye Care 
Professional.

●Always discard lenses worn as prescribed by 
your Eye Care Professional.

●If aerosol products such as hair spray are 
used while wearing lenses, exercise cau�on 
and keep your eyes closed un�l the spray 
has se�led.

●Avoid all harmful or irrita�ng vapors and 
fumes while wearing lenses. 

●Avoid rubbing your eyes with the lenses on, 
this can irritate your eye or dislodge the 
lens.

●Keep your eyes closed �ghtly when washing 
or showering to keep water and soaps out of 
your eyes, these may cause loss of the 
senses, contamina�on or injury to your eyes. 

●Always contact your Eye Care Professional 
before using any medicine in the eyes. 

●Ask your Eye Care Professional whether 
there are any other wearing restric�ons that 
apply to you.

Follow-up visits to your Eye Care Professional:
●As with any contact lens, follow-up visits are 

necessary to assure the con�nuing health of 
your eyes. Be sure to keep your follow-up 
appointments. 

●When you return for follow-up visits, be sure 
to tell your Eye Care Professional if your eyes 
have felt dry, irritated or anything other than 
completely comfortable while wearing your 
contact lenses. 

●Visual changes or changes in lens tolerance 
may occur during pregnancy or use of oral 
contracep�ves. Pa�ent should be cau�oned 
accordingly.

●If there is any ques�on in your mind about 

your wearing schedule and restric�ons, 
cleaning lens handling procedures, lens 
replacement programs, the condi�on of 
your lenses, your follow-up visit schedule, or 
anything else about contact lens wear, be 
sure to discuss the subject with your Eye 
Care Professional, who is there to help you 
and see you use your contact lenses safely 
and properly. 

●If your Eye Care Professional puts a dye or 
drops in your eyes during the examina�on, 
ask when you may be reinsert the lenses. 
The use of most dyes or drops will require a 
wai�ng period before the lenses may be 
reinserted.

Who Should Know That the Patient is Wearing 
Contact Lenses?
●Inform your doctor (Health Care 

Professional) about being a contact lens 
wearer. 

●Always inform the employer of being a 
contact lens wearer. Some jobs may require 
use of eye protec�on equipment or may 
require that the pa�ent not wear contact 
lenses. 

ADVERSE EFFECTS
The pa�ent should be informed that the 
following problems may occur when wearing 
contact lenses:
●The eye may burn, s�ng and/or itch 

(irrita�on).
●There may be less comfort than when the 

lens was first placed on the eye.
●There may be a feeling of something in the 

eye (foreign body, scratched area).
●There may be the poten�al for some 

temporary impairment due to peripheral 
infiltrates, peripheral corneal ulcers and 
corneal erosion. There may be the poten�al 
for other physiological observa�ons, such as 
local or generalized edema, corneal 
neovasculariza�on, corneal staining, 

injec�on, tarsal abnormali�es, iri�s and 
conjunc�vi�s, some of which are clinically 
acceptable in low amounts.

●There may be excessive watering (tearing), 
unusual eye secre�ons or redness of the 
eye.

●Poor visual acuity, blurred vision, rainbows 
or halos around objects, photophobia or dry 
eyes may occur if the lenses are worn 
con�nuously or for too long a �me.

●Reusing daily disposable contact lenses 
have been shown to be associated with a 
higher risk of developing ocular 
complica�ons, such as eye infec�on.

If the patient reports any problems: 
●IMMEDIATELY REMOVE THE LENS.
●If the discomfort or problem stops, the 

pa�ent should then look closely at the lens.
●If the lens is in any way damaged, the 

pa�ent SHOULD NOT put the lens back on 
the eye. The pa�ent should discard the lens 
and place a new fresh lens on the eye.

●If the lens is dirt, an eyelash, or foreign body 
on it, or the problem stops and the lens 
appears undamaged, he or she should be 
instructed to dispose of the lens and apply a 
new fresh lens.

●If the problem con�nues, the pa�ent 
SHOULD NOT put the lens back on the eye 
but IMMEDIATELY CONSULT HIS OR HER Eye 
Care Professional.

●When any of the above symptoms occur, a 
serious condi�on such as infec�on, corneal 
ulcer, neovasculariza�on or iri�s may be 
present. Seek immediate professional 
iden�fica�on of the problem and prompt 
treatment to avoid serious eye damage. 

WEARING AND APPOINTMENT SCHEDULE
Your Eye Care Professional should prescribe 
the lenses for daily wear single use,and 
determine the appropriate wear schedule 
based upon your history and ocular examina�on.

tap. There are two reasons for this: 
a.Tap water may contain impuri�es that can 

contaminate or damage your lenses and may 
lead to eye infec�on or injury. 

b.You might lose your lens down the drain. 
●The blister package should not be opened 

un�l immediately prior to use.
●For fi�ng and diagnos�c purposes lenses 

should be disposed of a�er a single use and 
not be re-used from pa�ent to pa�ent.

  limitation on reuse (for daily wear, single use) 
 Remember there is no cleaning or 

disinfec�on needed with ComCan Puri� 
Plus Daily Disposable Silicone Hydrogel 
Contact Lens prescribed for daily wear 
single use wear only. The lenses are to be 
discarded upon removal and have 
replacement lenses or spectacles available. 
Non-compliance with replacement of 
daily disposable contact lenses have been 
shown to be associated with a higher risk 
of developing ocular complica�ons.

2. Care For a S�cking (Non-Moving) Lens
 If the lens stops moving or cannot be 

removed, you should be instructed to 
apply a few drops of the recommended 
lubrica�ng solu�on directly to your eye 
and wait un�l the lens begins to move 
freely on your eye before removing it. If 
non-movement of the lens con�nues, you 
should immediately consult your Eye Care 
Professional.

3. Care for a Dehydrated Lens
 If a so�, hydrophilic lens is exposed to air 

while off the eye, it may become dry and 
bri�le. If this happens, dispose of the lens 
and use a fresh one.

4. Emergencies
 If chemicals of any kind (household 

products, gardening solu�ons, laboratory 
chemicals, etc.) are splashed into your 
eyes, you should: Flush eyes immediately 

with tap water and then remove lenses 
promptly. Contact your eye care 
professional or visit a hospital emergency 
room without delay.

How Supplied

Each sterile lens is supplied in a foil-sealed plas�c 
package containing phosphate buffered saline 
solu�on. The plas�c package is marked with base 
curve, diameter, diopter power, manufacturing lot 
number and expira�on date.

Storage
The blister package should not be opened 
un�l immediately prior to use, and keep them 
in room temperature (15 to 25°C). 
Lenses in a solu�on shouldn’t be storage or 
exposed to extreme temperatures and direct 
sunlight.
Disposal Method
●Outer packaging can be recycled with your 
standard household recycling.
●Dispose your contact lenses in solid waste 
bins, and avoid throwing them into the sink 
or the toilet.
